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Executive Summary 
 

The District Mineral Foundation Trust, Bokaro is a statutory body established to promote the welfare 

of the communities affected by mining-related operations through implementation of Pradhan Mantri 

Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana (PMKKKY). The primary objective of the PMKKKY scheme is to 

implement a range of developmental and welfare projects/programs in mining-affected areas. These 

initiatives are designed to complement the existing schemes and projects undertaken by the State and 

Central Government. The aim is to minimize and mitigate adverse impacts on the environment, health, 

and socio-economics of people living in mining districts, both during and after mining operations. 

Additionally, the PMKKKY seeks to ensure the establishment of sustainable livelihoods for the affected 

communities in mining areas. 

 

During FY 2020-21, the Trust prioritized the implementation of projects aimed at enhancing the quality 

of life for communities affected by mining-related activities. Significant efforts were directed towards 

areas such as education, healthcare, and infrastructure development, among others. These projects were 

conceptualized to tackle the enduring developmental obstacles faced by these communities and equip 

them with the necessary resources to achieve self-sufficiency and sustainability. 

 

A noteworthy accomplishment of the Trust during the reporting period was the successful execution 

of a project focused on providing drinking water facilities to multiple villages in the district. This 

initiative has played a pivotal role in addressing the longstanding challenge of limited access to safe 

drinking water for the affected communities. The Trust also made a notable contribution to the battle 

against the COVID-19 pandemic. It played a crucial role by providing essential health supplies and 

support to the communities. This included the establishment of quarantine and isolation centers, 

provision of personal protective equipment, and conducting awareness campaigns to educate the 

communities about preventive measures. These efforts aimed to curb the spread of the virus, protect 

the health and safety of the affected communities, and promote overall well-being during these 

challenging times. Empowering local communities and fostering their active participation in decision-

making processes and mining-related activities were key priorities for the Trust. To achieve this, the 

Trust organized numerous training programs and workshops aimed at building the capacity of local 

communities.

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1. Overview Of Bokaro District  

Bokaro was created on 1st April 1991 by taking out Chas and Chandankiyari C.D. Blocks of 

Dhanbad district and the entire Bermo Subdivision of Giridih district and then merging them 

to form a new district. Bokaro district is bounded on the east by Dhanbad district and some 

portion of West Bengal State, on the west by Ramgarh district, on the south by Purulia district 

of West Bengal, and on the north by parts of Giridih, Hazaribag, and Dhanbad districts.  

 

The district extends between 23°26'-23°57' North Latitude and 85°34'-86°26' East Latitude. 

Bokaro uplands (in the western part), Bokaro - Chas uplands (middle part), and Damodar 

Barakar Basin (eastern part) are the Physical Divisions of which Bokaro - Chas uplands are the 

major physical division in the district. Bokaro District has an area of about 2883 square 

kilometers and a population of 2,062,330 (2011 Census)

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2. Administrative Set-Up of District 

The Administrative headquarter of the Bokaro district is located at Bokaro Steel City. The 

district is divided into two sub-divisions – Chas and Bermo (Tenughat). Currently, there are 

nine administrative blocks. These include Bermo, Chandankiyari, Chandrapura, Gomia, 

Petarwar, Nawadih, Chas, Jaridih, and Kasmar (See figure 1: Administrative map of Bokaro 

district). The district has two municipal areas/nagar parishads, Chas and Phusro.  Bokaro 

District has two Sub divisions headed by Sub-divisional Officers and nine Blocks headed by 

Block Development Officers (BDO). There are a total of 751 villages 249-gram panchayats, and

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3. District Mineral Foundations Trust (DMFT) 

a. About DMFT 

In 2015, the Government of India introduced an amendment to the Mines & Minerals 

(Development & Regulation) (MMDR) Act, which mandated the establishment of District 

Mineral Foundations (DMFs) in all mining-affected districts. Section 9(B) of the MMDR Act 

provides the framework for DMFs, specifying their status as non-profit organizations and 

granting the State Government the authority to define their composition and functions. 

 

The primary objective of the District Mineral Foundation is to promote the welfare and protect 

the interests of individuals and areas affected by mining operations. The precise manner in 

which the DMF carries out its responsibilities is determined by the State Government through 

prescribed regulations. As per the regulations, in any district impacted by mining operations, 

the State Government is obligated to establish a non-profit trust known as the District Mineral 

Foundation through an official notification. 

 

b. Objective 

The District Mineral Foundation Trust (DMFT), Bokaro has the following objectives: 

Empowering local communities: DMFT emphasizes community 

participation in decision-making processes, empowering local communities 

to have a say in how the funds are utilized for their own development. 
 

Sustainable development: DMFT promotes sustainable development by 

utilizing funds collected from mining activities for projects and programs 

that address the social, economic, and environmental needs of mining-

affected regions. 
 

Inclusive growth: DMFT aims to promote inclusive growth by providing 

opportunities for livelihood enhancement, infrastructure development, 

healthcare, education, and environmental conservation in mining-affected 

areas. 
 

Welfare of mining-affected communities: DMFT aims to ensure the 

welfare and development of areas affected by mining operations, 

focusing on improving the quality of life for local communities.

4. Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojna 

(PMKKKY) 

After careful consideration, the Central Government has determined that it is in the national 

interest for all District Mineral Foundations to establish a development program for areas 

affected by mining. This program should include specific provisions to address the social and 

infrastructure needs of the local population. To facilitate this, the Central Government has 

introduced the Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana, which is being implemented by 

the District Mineral Foundations using funds acquired through the MMDR Act of 1957. 

 

In line with this, the Central Government, under the authority granted by Section 20A of the 

MMDR Act, 1957, has directed the respective State Governments to incorporate the PMKKKY 

into their existing rules for the District Mineral Foundation and ensure its implementation. 

 

The primary objective of the PMKKKY scheme is threefold: (a) to execute various 

developmental and welfare projects in areas affected by mining, which will complement the 

ongoing schemes and projects of the State and Central Government; (b) to mitigate the adverse 

impacts on the environment, health, and socio-economic conditions of the people residing in 

mining districts, both during and after mining activities; and (c) to secure sustainable 

livelihoods in the long term for those affected by mining in these areas. 

 

5. Sectors of DMF/PMKKKY 

Under the Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana (PMKKKY), a minimum of 60% 

of the funds are designated for allocation to high-priority areas, including:  
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Additionally, up to 40% of the funds can be utilized for other priority areas, 

which include: 

 

In summary, PMKKKY ensures that a significant portion of the funds is directed 

towards crucial sectors such as water supply, environment, healthcare, 

education, and welfare, while a portion is allocated for infrastructure, irrigation, 

energy, and environmental improvement projects in mining-affected districts. 

 

6. Governance and Organizational Structure of DMF 

Trust 

The DMF Trust is headed by the Deputy Commissioner (DC) who also acts as the Chairperson 

of the Managing Committee and Governing Council. Deputy Development Commissioner 

(DDC) acts as the Secretary of both committees. The managing committee is presided over by 

D.C. Other members will be the D.D.C, superintendent of police (SP), senior forest officer, civil 

surgeon (C.S), district mining officer (D.M.O) and district Panchayati Raj Officer (D.P.R.O) and 

the committee should meet at least once in two months or at least 6 times in a year.  

The governing council is also presided over by DC, DDC will be the member secretary, and 

the members from various depts, Hon. Member of Parliament (MP), Members of Legislative 

Assembly (MLAs) of the district or their representatives, members of Gram Panchayats (GPs), 

Zila Parishads, Urban Local Bodies (ULBs) from the affected (directly and indirectly) area or 

their representatives are the members. The governing council meeting should convene at least 

4 times a year.

Commissioner, and members from various depts., Hon.MP, MLAs of the district or their 

representatives, Members of GPs, Zila Parishads, ULBs from the affected (directly and

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10. Contributions To the Trust 

The rate of Contributions to the DMFT is as follows:  

• 30% of the royalty amount payable for major mineral mines allocated before 12.01.2015 

and for the existing minor mineral leases which are not granted through auction.  

• 10% of the royalty amount payable from the leaseholder for major mineral mines 

allocated after 12.01.2015 and for minor mineral leases which are granted through 

auction.

11. Planning and Allocation 

DMFT practices a bottom-up planning approach to understanding people’s needs and includes 

such considerations in the DMF plan. As per provisions of Jharkhand DMFT Rules 2016, the 

selection of schemes is to be done entirely by the Gram Sabha and as per provisions of 

PMKKKY guidelines. 

The Gram Sabha in consultation with the Mukhiya / Up-mukhiya has to identify works to be 

carried out under priority and other priority areas. The Managing Committee does not have 

any overriding power on the selection or approval of the schemes. The Governing Board after 

due consultation passes a resolution approving the proposed plan in its meeting.

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12. Activities Undertaken During the Period 

According to the guidelines of the Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana (PMKKKY), 

a minimum of 60% of PMKKKY funds are to be allocated to high-priority sectors, which 

include Drinking water supply, Education, Environment Preservation, Health, Sanitation, Skill 

Development (Livelihood), Welfare of aged and disabled people, and Welfare of women and 

Child. The table below highlights the sanctioned amount by DMFT for various sectors, with a 

total of 27 projects sanctioned for a cumulative amount of Rs. 83.32 Crores. It is noteworthy 

that all the projects have been sanctioned under the priority sectors, accounting for 100% of the 

total sanction amount.

Drinking Water Supply: Laying of pipeline and filtration plant  

 

The project aimed to provide safe drinking water to each and every household. People were 

dependent on either water from hand pumps or unsafe sources like rivers or ponds, which 

required them to fetch water from distant places. However, through this initiative, people were 

able to access water conveniently at their doorsteps, saving time and reducing the burden of 

excessive labor. As a result, there was a reduction in water-borne diseases, positively impacting 

the health and well-being of the communities served by the project. 
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Health: 

 

The Covid-19 pandemic had an unforeseen impact on us, requiring us to respond in ways we 

could not have anticipated. DMFT Bokaro undertook significant measures to support the 

communities in response to the Covid-19 pandemic. Essential items for care centers and 

provided food for patients were procured from DMF. Healthcare facilities were enhanced 

through the acquisition of an ultrasound machine and the renovation of the ANM Training 

Building. CCTV systems were installed in Check Nakas, Quarantine Centers, and Containment 

Zones to prioritize safety and security. Extensive advertising campaigns were launched using 

campaigning vans, flash hoarding, and pamphlets to raise awareness. Medical equipment was 

procured to ensure quality healthcare services. Tent services, patient beds, and support staff 

were provided for effective response.  

 

To supplement the support, the kitchens managed by the SHGs were assisted with the DMFT 

funds to provide one meal per day for a month to many people in the need. The objective was 

to offer food assistance to those in need, particularly the most affected by the pandemic. The 

meals included khichdi, rice, dal, and vegetables, ensuring that essential nutritional needs were 

met. 

 

Key outcomes of the projects sanctioned in health sector 

 

• Increased awareness of COVID-19 and its prevention measures among the community 

to promote behavioral changes and reduce the risk of infection. 

• Effective implementation of measures to control the spread of the virus, such as social 

distancing, mask-wearing, and vaccination to reduce the transmission rate and protect 

the community. 

• Adequate care and treatment for those affected by this, which will reduce the mortality 

rate and promote recovery. 

• Improved mental health and well-being of individuals and communities affected by the 

virus to promote resilience and coping mechanisms. 

 

The COVID-19 pandemic has had a significant impact on the district, with many individuals 

and communities affected by the virus. The implementation of activities to combat COVID-19 

in the district were critical in controlling the spread of the virus and providing adequate care 

and treatment for those affected.  

  

Education: 

 

Access to quality education is a fundamental right for every child, but insufficient school 

infrastructure can hinder the learning environment and the quality of education provided.

Many schools, especially in rural lack adequate school infrastructure. Considering the same 

necessary furniture and other essential items were provided to the government schools in 

mining affected areas from DMFT, Bokaro.
